	1.  Lucien Albrecht Cremant d'Alsace Brut Rose  France
Lifted notes of ripe, juicy apple are foremost on the nose. They also shine on the palate, where they are countered by a fine, gentle and creamy mousse and lovely freshness. This is beautifully composed, understated, fresh and elegant. The dry finish shines with lemon and echoes long.       90 points, Wine Enthusiast   2nd opinion: The flavors display nice strawberry and wild cherry fruit, with a touch of richness on the mid palate. It is balanced with dry, crisp acidity.

	2.  2022 Joseph Drouhin Pinot Noir Gevery-Chambertin France
Winemaker Notes: The brightness and intensity of the 2022 reds are impressive. The nose, of great complexity, combines aromas of blackberry, blueberry and blackcurrant with floral scents of peony and violet. On the palate, the spices underline silky, high-quality tannins. Ample, full-bodied and fresh, these wines are an archetype of balance between aromas and structure with a very real ageing potentials.
Located in the north of the Côte de Nuits, Gevrey-Chambertin is world-famous, not only for its superlative Grand Crus, but also for all its other vineyards. Gevrey is of course the village where the Grand Cru Chambertin vineyard is located. Vines have been cultivated here since 630AD, when a certain Bertin decided to emulate the monks, his neighbours. The wine he made turned out to be spectacular - and the rest is history!

	3.  Testify Pinot Noir 2020 :Martinsborough NZ   Winemaker Notes:  Just four barrels make up this wine; a selection of the best clones and rows in the Martinborough vineyard Daniel’s been working with for 10 years. The intimate knowledge of the site and the magic of a brilliant season provided the fruit for what Daniel thinks might just be the best wine of his career to date. On the nose there’s an overt smokiness that rewards decanting in the first few years after release. This opens to a concerto of florals backed by wet earth, forest floor, mushroom, and a delightful marshmallow note. The palate flows seamlessly with long silken tannins and intense plum and red berry flavours. A delicate beauty of our best efforts from a graceful vintage in Martinborough.  This is that special occasion wine; pair it with a confit duck or tuck away for the next 7 years, your patience will be rewarded.
In most ‘reserve’ wines, producers tend to make more extracted, riper or more oaked wines with the idea it delivers more for the price. That’s not my thoughts at all (particularly for Pinot Noir) and why I decided to call this range ‘Testify’. It’s my hand on heart best effort from each vintage. And for Pinot Noir I wanted to create a more elegant and pure wine, which not necessarily a ‘bigger’ wine. This is more precise, selective and really the best Pinot Noir I can produce at the time I made it.

	[bookmark: _GoBack]5. 2021 Roserock Drouhin Pinot noir Eola-Amity Hills Oregon Winemaker Notes: Our Roserock Pinot Noir is a cuvée selection from the estate’s 35 blocks, which are handpicked, sorted and individually fermented. While Pinot Noirs from the Eola-Amity Hills are typically known for their structure and power, Véronique Drouhin emphasizes Roserock’s elegant and refined qualities, making for a delicious and age worthy cuvée.  Roserock Vineyard is located at the southern part of the Eola-Amity Hills, in the southern Willamette Valley. The soils are volcanic, ancient, with an elevation between 120 and 260 meters above sea level. This ideal position thus benefits from a rather unique cooling effect called the Van Duzer corridor and which makes it possible to produce classic Pinot Noir and Chardonnay, typical of cool climates. Roserock is certified "Low Input Viticulture Environment" for sustainable viticulture.
Our Roserock Pinot Noir is vibrant to the eye, with the clarity of a perfect ruby. A pop of cacao and cola leaps from the glass, evolving into a fresh, pure nose suggesting crushed spices, bright red fruit, and a hint of blackberry bramble. The essence of sweet dried cherries is complemented by silky tannins and aromatic depth, highlighted by cranberry and plum. It is structured and balanced, with a power in the mouth and a long finish.

	6. Denison Cellars Pinot Noir 2022 Fruit for the Willamette Valley pinot noir was sourced from two different vineyards in the Ribbon Ridge and Eola-Amity Hills AVAs. French oak barrels were used for aging, of which only 5% were new barrels. The wine is unfined and unfiltered and displays aromas of dark cherry, pomegranate and raspberry. With hints of mocha, mineral and rose petal, the ripe, velvety tannins provide mouth-feeling structure throughout, and flavors of dark red fruit persist into a long, lingering finish.

	7. Belle Glos “Las Alturas” Santa Lucia Highlands Pinot Noir 2020: Joseph Wagner says it’s all about the winds. Las Alturas in Spanish means “the heights” and that’s why they close this spot. The high-elevation gives the consistent afternoon-maritime winds that they need to thicken the skins. That combined with techniques such as cold soak, punch downs, and long barrel maturation give this wine opulence.  2020 WE= 93  [my cellar] Current vintage available 2022 & 3 
Intense ruby red in color, it is an intriguing aromatic mix of sunbaked blackberry, bright cranberry, ripe plum, black licorice and hints of candy apple. Complex red and black fruits unfold on the palate; blackberries, raspberries and warm cherry pie filling, with a wonderful dark chocolate characteristic. Cedary oak and soft vanilla undertones on the mid-palate further enhance the wine. The overall impression is rich and silky with a firm acidity, refined tannins and explosive layers of ripe fruit.
